Baumwoll, a social worker and teacher with expertise in Autism,
including Pathological Demand Avoidance (PDA). These clinics will be
focused on how to implement Neuro-affirming strategies that recognize
and validate the autistic person and their differences at home. The goal
of these clinics is to give the attendee(s) concrete strategies to support a
wide variety of topics, concerns and situations

Alma is a licensed clinical social worker and teacher working to support
neurodivergent folks—and all the intersectionality this includes—through
practical, neuroaffirming approaches. She currently offers individual and
group therapy at Advance Psychotherapy Practice and co-leads the
National Children’s Traumatic Stress Network'’s professional group
“Trauma and Intellectual and Developmental Disabilities Plus.”

Alma’s experience spans over a decade of teaching high school
biology, including in a special-education setting, and several

years advocating for children in state custody. She lives in Western MA
as the odd one out with her AuDHD husband and Autistic kids.
